Standard Editing Formats for the Wiki
The following is a list of standard editing formats within the wiki site that will help you display your information. The left column is what you would type into the page during your editing session, while the right column is what the formatting would look like once you have finished. Have Fun! 
Begin by going to the page you wish to edit. Find either the edit tab at the top of the page to edit portions of the entire page, or simply find the edit tab on the right side of the page next to the sub section you wish to edit. Click and begin editing.

Two equal signs (=) creates a section heading. The more equal signs the lower the subheading. Also creates a line divide.

Uploading and Displaying a File:
To upload a file look to the navigation bar titled “toolbox” at the left side of the wiki. Click “Upload file,” find the file on your computer by clicking “Browse,” rename the file in the “Destination filename” box, provide a short summary if you wish to, and click upload file. 

The file has now been up loaded to the “File page,” which you can find by click “Special pages” in the toolbox and the look for “File page.” After the upload is complete the software will take you right to the file. If you wish to place the file onto a particular page simply do the following steps (and don’t worry about file size warnings):
1. Copy/remember the file name

2. Go to the page you wish to place the file into and click edit

3. Depending on the file type do one of the following:

a. For pdf and word documents – [[Media:File_Name.PDF| File Name]]

b. For a jpeg – [[Image:File Name.jpg| File Name]]

4. Click save and the file name will appear in blue and open the file when clicked
Watch Pages:
If you would like to watch certain pages to be kept aware of any changes made to those pages simply click “my preferences” at the top of the page, look in the “Email” box and click “E-mail me when a page I'm watching is changed.” Next, go to the page you would like to watch, look to the top of the page and click the tab that says “watch.” Simple as that!
